Admission to Two-year program (MA) for EU citizen

Candidates must present the admission request (Modello G-bis - DOMANDA ISCRIZIONE CITTADINI
COMUNITARI OVUNQUE RESIDENTI CITTADINI NON-COMUNITARI REGOLARMENTE SOGGIORNANTI
IN ITALIA)

together with the following documents to the Italian Consular authorities by September 30th:

1 - University qualification (equivalent to a Bachelor degree) in case already available.
If a university qualification is not available because the student has not yet finished university but will finish
by the end of August, a certified letter from the Head of the candidate’s department stating that the student
will be graduating by the end of August may be presented to Italian authorities as a TEMPORARY substitution
for the diploma.

The Consular authorities will translate the University qualification into Italian, legalise it, issue a Value
Declaration Certificate (Dichiarazione di Valore del titolo di studio) and send these documents to NABA
registrar office by the end of June.

1/A - (Alternative to point 1) In case the student’s academic background is not a university degree but a
post-secondary qualification awarded by a Higher Institute that allows the student to undertake university
studies at the Master level, the student must present the following documents:

Secondary school diploma (legalised, translated and value declaration certificate)
This second alternative is valid only if the secondary school qualification has been obtained following a
period of at least 12 years of education.

Post secondary education diploma translated, legalised and be given a value declaration certificate by Italian
authorities in the student’s country of origin. If the post secondary education qualification is not available
because the student has not yet finished university but will finish by the end of August, a certified letter from
the Head of the candidate’s department stating that the student will be graduating by the end of August may
be presented as a TEMPORARY substitution for the diploma.

2 - An academic transcript certified by the university registrar’s office confirming courses completed, number
of hours and credits per course, grades given, brief description of the program of the courses. This is to
assess if the credits of the candidate’s Bachelor degree correspond to 180 credits required to access the
2 year Master of Arts program. This document can be taken from the website of the university if the course
descriptions are available online. If not available online, it can be photocopied from a university course
catalogue. Descriptions may be brief, simply explaining the basic topics covered.
The Consular authorities will translate the above mentioned documents into Italian, legalise them and send
these documents to NABA registrar office by the end of June.

3 - 2 passport photos; 1 of them must be authenticated by the Italian Consular authorities in the country
of origin.

The candidate will also send the following documents directly to NABA registrar office:
4 - Documentation attesting the professional career (if applicable). Documents certifying the completion of
internships (if applicable) — Please remember to make clear reference to these documents in your CV (ex.
List them and explain the content of your activities during these experiences.)

5 - Curriculum Vitae, maximum 2 A4 pages, accompanied by a brief description of the degree course (5
A4 pages max)

6 - Letter of motivation (1 A4page max)
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7 - Portfolio of educational and professional work with multimedia support if necessary. The portfolio format ’
must be a cd-rom. Please notice that the portfolio will not be returned for any reason.

8 - The documentation must be accompanied by a letter of authorisation to use the data for evaluation
purposes.

9 — In case students would like to apply for a scholarship, they must add a “scholarship request letter” to
the application package. This letter must specify the reasons why the student is requesting financial aid and
also the reason why the student should be entitled to gain it/in what ways the student can contribute to the
development of the Master program and to the enrichment of the academy.

The board of directors will evaluate the student’s background and portfolio and will communicate the
acceptance through the registrar office within 15 days upon receiving the application documents from the
Consular authorities.

Please notice that the earlier you send in your application package, the sooner you will receive an early
response regarding admission.
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
